Since teachers want all of their students to follow their courses, many teachers give assignments to students everyday. While some people might say that homeworks are distractions to students, I think that daily homework can be the most effective method to students.
This is because the process of reviewing lecture that one had that day is the most effective and efficient way to study contents of that lecture.
